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WHY HOUSING IN INDIA IS SO EXPENSIVE?

0 you know that in india, on an

average 17% of urban households

live in slums? Case of Mumbai is
even worse, 41% of Municipal Corporation of
Greater Mumbai households live in slums. (This
is as per the last census data of year 2011)
Access to decent housing is a basic
requirement for a good quality of life. Inspite of
importance for a good dignified life, housing
remains unaffordable for a large section of
india's population.Large section of society is
living in slums. The Census defines Slums as
“residential areas where dwelling are unfit for
human habitation by reasons of dilapidation,
overcrowding, faulty arrangements and design
of such buildings, narrowness or faulty
arrangements of street, lack of ventilation,
light or sanitation facilities or any
combination of these factors which are
detrimental to the safety and health ".

Considering the seriousness of the problem
and its debilitating impact on the well being of
the individuals, the Government of India has
launched several schemes over the years to
address this challenge in rural India where two
third of India's population still resides. The
Indira Aawas Yojana (IAY) helped to construct
around 24 million houses between 1985 and
2012 (as per. Ministry of Rural Development
2013 report). The ongoing Pradhan Mantri
Aawas Yojana (PMAY) has been the most
ambitious housing scheme to address the

urban housing shortage. According to the latest
estimate, 7.7 million houses have been
completed and 1.5 lakh crores of Central
assistant is released from total sanction of 2
lakh crores. Government interventions to
alleviate this housing shortage are usually
Justified since it is commonly understood that
the key cause behind these issue is
unexpected high land prices that seem to
appreciate at unbelievable high rate, making
housing unaffordable to many. The prime
example of this is Mumbai, which ranks the
18th priciest housing real estate market in
the world and ranks 37th in terms of price
appreciation globally.

As per the standard of housing prices, housing
in India will be considered affordable if it costs
maximum 4 to 5 times of annual income. This
is the benchmark at price-to-Income PTI ratio.
India’s ratio of PTl is 11.3 and it is more than
10 since last decade. There are many other
countries with low PTI in India. It is surprising
that United States has PTI of only 3.6, Australia
has 7.6 and Germany 9. PTI of more than twice
the benchmark value is a serious problem that
affects people's quality of life.

Further, house prices in major Indian cities like
Mumbai and Delhi are generally even higher. In
2019, Mumbai with PTI at 39 was much ahead
of cities like Singapore (22) and New York (12).
So, obviously we will find similar pattern in

rental market of housing. On an average urban
expenditure on rent makes up around 6% of
monthly household expenditure. But for
Mumbai and Delhi this is nearly 19% of the
average household expenditure. It is because
of this higher cost of housing in big cities that a
large population lives in slum.

The reason for so expensive housing is the lack
of proper land use planning. And also non-
implementation of rules and regulations. These
ultimately leads to controlled supply of land,
which gives rise to less than competitive
industry structure. That ultimately enable
developers to keep prices high. India ranks
very poorly at 50th rank in regulatory and
compliance index.

It is commonly believed that the real estate
offers a safe heaven for unaccounted or
unreported income. The reason is, it cannot be
stolen, it can accommodate large sums of
money. It is relatively easy to park unaccounted
income in this sector because of less
transparency and nature of land and property
market. In India it is reported that investment
demand for property is quite high, up to 60% of
the total estimated demand for residential real
estate in 2012 and 67% in 2018. So this
combined presence of non transparent nature
of the industry and unaccounted money
invested make the housing beyond reach of the
common people, especially in urban area.
